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ARTICLE 1

OFFICE

         SECTION 1.1 LOCATION.  The address of the registered office of the United Performance Racking Horse Breeders and Trainers Association (hereinafter referred to as UPRHBTA or the association) shall be the address of the principle office specified pursuant to KRS Chapter KRS 273 of Kentucky Nonprofit Corporation, Article IV. The principle office shall remain in the State of Kentucky and shall be that of an officer of the association. The registered agent shall be that person specified to KRS Chapter KRS 273 of Kentucky Nonprofit Corporation, Article 111. The registered agent shall be in the region of the membership and shall be that of an officer of the association.
Article 11

                        RULES OF ASSOCIATION 

Knowledge of the rules of any sport is required of each participant, and the exhibitor at an Affiliated Show is in no way exempt from this responsibility. A complete knowledge of and compliance with the rules are essential and the exhibitor must fully cognizant of all rules as well as a class specifications in the Divisions in which he shows. 

It is obvious that, however complete rules may be, they can never cover all possible situations which may arise. Any questions arising that is not covered by any specific rule, shall be decided by the Board of Directors. The decision of the Board of Directors shall be Final. 

2

Rules for the Exhibitors 

1. Any exhibitor who is guilty of unsportsmanlike conduct in the show ring shall be immediately excused from the ring. 

2. Any exhibitor who is guilty of unsportsmanlike conduct anywhere upon the Horse Show grounds shall be reported immediately to the President and the Secretary of the UPRHBTA. 

3.  Any exhibitor who is reported to the President for unsportsmanlike conduct shall be treated as described under Rules of Protest. 

4. Any exhibitor wishing to be excused from the show ring after the class has commenced shall obtain permission to leave said ring from the ringmaster. 

5. Any exhibitor who intentionally leaves the Horse Show ring without accepting his ribbon shall not receive any money to which he would have been entitled at the time.

6. A juvenile shall be a person who has not reached his or her eighteenth birthday by January I, 2009. Any exhibitor who reaches his or her eighteenth birthday in 2009 shall be eligible for the 2009 season as a juvenile. 

7. An exhibitor classified as a Juvenile shall not be permitted to exhibit a stallion. 

8. If a show offers classes in the division for both juvenile and adult, the juvenile shall exhibit in the juvenile class; however, if no class is offered for a juvenile in a division, the juvenile shall be permitted to exhibit in the adult class. 

9. If a horse exits the ring during competition, it is automatically disqualified. 

Any horse displaying bad manners, signs of unruliness, or the possibility that the rider may loose control of the horse will be dismissed from the ring by either the Ringmaster or the Judge. The decision on this must be final to ensure the safety of the participants and prevent embarrassment of any exhibitors or spectators
3                                         Rules of a Ringmaster                                                                                                              
1. A ringmaster makes the work of them judge much easier by relieving the judge of unnecessary details. By assembling the class promptly, he will be able to keep the judging program or schedule and eliminate long delays between classes. The ringmaster will notify the judge when all horses are present for the class. 

2. The ringmaster must have in mind that he has been selected to help the judge--​not advise him. He shall not take part in any judging. When he is not actively engaged in his duties he shall place himself in such a position as not to interfere with the judging and the view of the spectators. 

3. The ringmaster has charge of the activity in the ring or arena. He has the authority to ask a exhibitor to remove his horse for the safety of others or the spectators. 

4. The ringmaster has the authority to remove unsportsmanlike exhibitors from the ring or arena. 

5. Neither the ringmaster nor members of his family shall exhibit or act as agents, or representatives in any capacity, or handlers of a horse in any approved class at a show or contest at which he is officiating. 

Rules of a Judge 

1. A Judge shall be chosen from the approved list of the UPRHBTA. 

2. A Judge shall not appear on the show ground more than 15 minutes before the judging. A judge shall not visit the horse stall area, not visit with the owners, trainers, exhibitors or owners representatives, not inspect or discuss any horse entered in the show before the judging, nor shall he review the program until after the judging has been completed, but he shall be furnished a schedule of events by the show management prior to the judging. 

3. Neither the judge nor members of his family shall exhibit or act as agent, or representatives in any capacity, or handlers of a horse in any approved class al a show at which he is officiating 

4. Any approved judge involved in the management of the show cannot officiate as a judge at that show. 

5. The judge shall have the authority to place a horse in whatever position in a class he thinks the merit of the horse justifies. His decision shall be final in all cases affecting the merits of the horses. 

6. Once a class has been judged, it shall not be re-judged, and once the judge has marked his record there shall be no changing. 

7. A judge may order any person or horse from the competition for bad conduct of one or both, or may disqualify any contestant for excessive abuse of the horse. 

8.  A judge that is found to be dishonest while officiating a Show by the Board of   Directors and/or Officers, shall be removed from the list of approved Judges, And a penalty shall be imposed at that time, decided by the Board of Directors and/or Officers of the UPRHBTA. 

PROTEST, HEARINGS, VIOLATIONS, PENALTIES 

Protest and Hearings 

Part 1 - Filing and Contents 
4
   Section: 1. A protest may be made to a Show Manager or Show Official, or Secretary of the UPRHBTA by an Exhibitor, An Agent, or the parent of a Juvenile Exhibitor for any violation of these rules. It must be: 

a. In writing; 

b. Signed by the Protester; 

c. Addressed to the Show Manager at which the violation occurred or to the 


Secretary of the Association.
d.   Accompanied by a deposit of $50.00
e.   Received by the Show Manager before the conclusion of the Show. If made to the Secretary of the UPRHBTA it must be received within 10 days of the violation. 

Section: 2.  A protest must state the full name and address of the accused, and contain a complete and definite statement of the acts which constituted the alleged violation. Precise details regarding a violation of the rules are necessary. The make must be prepared to substantiate the protest by personal testimony at a hearing or by sworn statements, Witnesses, or other evidence. 

Section: 3. Protest made to Show Manager refers to those violations that can be best decided on the show ground during the progress of the show. These protest may include, but not limited to: height of a entry, legality of pads, age of a horse, breed of a horse, attire of a exhibitor, tack, etc. Show Managers may utilize the expertise of any show official, judge, veterinarian, etc., or Board Member in resolving the issue. 

Section: 4.  A protest against an Affiliated Show shall be filed with the Secretary of UPRHBTA. 

Part 11: Non-Protest able Decisions 

Section: 1. The soundness of a horse, when determined by an official veterinarian of the show or by a judge, is not protest able. 

5    Section: 2. A Judge's decision representing his or her individual preference is not protest able unless it is alleged to be in violation of the rules. 

Section: 3. A protest with respect of the height or age of a horse, or being illegally shod for a particular class, may only be made to the Show Manager. Re-measurement, inspection of shoes, mouthing of horse, or checking registration papers shall take place immediately, to the end that there be no change in height, re-shoeing, removal of pads or shoes, or question regarding age. The decision of the Show Manager shall no be appeal able to the UPRHBTA. 

Part III-Hearings 

Section: 1. Any person or show against whom a protest is filed shall be entitled to a hearing. Such hearing shall be after ten days notice to the accused except that a Show Manager may hold a hearing during the show. 

Section: 2. Notice of hearing shall contain a brief statement of facts constituting the alleged violation and shall specify the time and place at which the hearing is to be held. 

Section: 3. Accused person may attend the hearing at their option, present witnesses in their behalf to testify, offer all evidence relevant to the issue, and have the right to cross examine all witnesses who testify against them. 

Part IV-Duties of Show Manager and Board of Directors 

Section: 1. A show Manager receiving a protest shall promptly hold a hearing and obtain from witness, entry blanks and other sources of necessary information and evidence; all persons directly concerned shall be given the opportunity to appear. He shall the adjudicate the issue impartially, make effective his decision upon the parties in interest, and report its determination to the Board of Directors. If protest is sustained, the deposit shall be returned to the protester; if not sustained, the deposit shall be forfeited to the show. A Show Manager may disqualify a person at the show, but in all other cases, the findings and a recommendation shall be reported to the Board of Directors for determination of the penalty. 

Section: 2. The Board of Directors shall hear protest in connection with alleged violation of the rules, consider the evidence, render final decisions therein and determine and impose penalty. It may refer any protest to a special committee appointed by the President for a hearing. The finding of a Show Manager or a Special Committee, after a

6     hearing. Shall be reviewed by the Board of Directors, and it may take such actions a it deems necessary. In the event a Show Manager or Special Committee fails to hold a hearing within 15 days after receipt of a protest or fails to render a decision within 15 days after a hearing, The Board of Directors may take jurisdiction of the matter and take such further action as may be necessary to have the matter finally adjudicated.

Part IV-Suspension

The Board of Directors may temporarily suspend any person against whom a protest has been filed from participating in any manner in the affairs of the Association or at Affiliated Shows for a period not exceeding 90 days or until the charge is determined, whichever is sooner.

Part VI-Appeal

Either party to a protest may appeal the decision of the Show Manager to the Board of Directors. On such appeal, the Board of Directors will not review the findings of facts, but will determine only whether the rules were properly interpreted and applied.

VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES

Part I-Individuals

Section: 1. The provisions of the rule shall apply at any Affiliated Show to the following person: owners, exhibitors, agents, trainers, managers, rider, driver, show official, show employee, or member of the family of the above., individual member of the UPRHBTA or delegate, or any person who acts in a manner in violation of the rules of Association or deemed prejudicial to its best interest.

Section: 2. A violation is any Act, prejudicial to the best interests of the Association, including but not limited to the following:

a. Violation of the rules of this Association.

b. Being disqualified by an affiliated show.

c. Acting or inciting or permitting any other to act in a manner contrary to the rules of this Association or in a manner deemed improper, unethical, dishonest, unsportsmanlike or intemperate, or prejudicial to the best interest of the Association.

d. Any act committed or remark made during the show considered offensive and or made with intent to influence or cast aspersions on the judging.

e. Failure of a Judge to perform his duties at a show in accordance with the rules.

7          f. Physical assault upon a person and/or cruelty to a horse. 

Section 3. Penalties; If found guilty, the accused shall be subject to such            penalty as the Board of Directors may affirm, including, but not limited to; 

a. CENSURE: A vote of censure shall be listed under the defendant's name in the secretary's Record of Penalties. If found guilty of a further violation, the defendant shall be subject to a heavier penalty than for the first offense. 

b. SUPENSION, of such persons for any periods from showing or having others show or exhibit for him. A suspended person is forbidden from the time specified in the sentence to hold or exercise office in the association or in any Affiliated Show or from the privilege of taking any part whatsoever in any Affiliated Show. 

c. SUPENSION, for any period, of any volunteer or any employer persons who ride or exhibit for the benefit, credit, reputation or satisfaction of the person disciplined. 

d. EXPULSION, from all Affiliated Shows .. 

e. EXPULSION or SUPENSION, from membership in the Association. 

f. FORFEITIJRE, of trophies, ribbons and prize money won in connection with the offense committed. 

g. SUPENSION, from office as Show Official. 

Section 4. The Secretary of the Association shall notify the management of every Affiliated Show of the penalizing of any person or Affiliated Show and of the period thereof. Any Affiliated Show which allows a suspended or expelled person to participate is itself liable to suspension or expulsion. 

Part II-Affiliated Shows. 

Section 1. An Affiliated Show shall be subject to penalty by the Board of Directors for violation of the rules. Violation shall include, but not limited to, the following; 

a. Failure to: 

1. Conduct a Show in accordance with the Association rules. 

2. Measure all animals required to be measured. 

3. Pay indebtedness to the Association. 

4. Pay premiums and other indebtedness within 60 days. 

5. Hold a show if a date has been requested, and granted unless notice has 

Been given to the Association in writing 60 days prior to the show date. 

6. Report the disqualification of any person at the show. 

7. To pay premiums as advertised. 

8. Employ judge in prescribed manner. 

b. Permitting persons adjudged not in good standing to participate in any manner. 

c. Permitting acts which are improper, intemperate, dishonest unsportsmanlike or
8      contrary to the rules of the Association 

d. Acting in a manner prejudicial to the best interest of the Association. 

e. Other violations or errors. 

f. Report results to the Association within 14 days. 

Section 2. An Affiliated Show found guilty of a violation shall be subject to penalty, including, but not limited to, the following: 

a. CENSURE. A vote of censure shall be listed under defendant's mane in the Secretary's Record of penalties. If found guilty of further violations, the defendant shall be liable to a heavier penalty than for the first offense. 

b. FINE, in the amount not to exceed the annual dues of the Show. 

c. SUPENSION, for any period, from the list of Affiliated Shows. 

d. EXPULSION, from membership in the Association. 

ARTICLE 111
MEMBERSHIP AND MEETINGS

OF MEMBERS

SECTION 3.1   MEMBERS:  QUALIFICATION:  A Potential member in the UPRHBTA must be in good standing and he/she must pay the required annual dues. In order to vote in any matter within the UPRHBTA, the member must be 18 years or older, must have paid the annual dues for the current year, must not be delinquent on any debt to the UPRHBTA (defined as three months past due). Other qualifications may be added from time to time, as determined by the membership and enforced by the Board of Directors.
SECTION 3.2 MEMBERSHIP DUES:  The annual dues shall be set by the Board of Directors and may only be changed in the proceeding year.
SECTION 3.3    TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP:  Membership in the UPRHBTA shall be terminated upon occurrence of any of the following events:

                                  (a)  the receipt by the Board of Directors of the written resignation of such member, duly executed by the member or the attorney-in-fact thereof.
                                  (b)  the death of a member

                                  (c)  the failure of a member to pay his/her dues for 3 three consecutive years.

                                  (d) the failure of a member to pay fines and assessments in a timely manner, set by the Board of Directors.

                                  (e)   the determination of the Board of Directors that a member has acted in such a manner as to demonstration willful disregard for the rules and purpose of this association and respective refusal to abide by them.

SECTION 3.4    ANNUAL METTINGS:   The annual meetings of the members of the UPRHBTA shall be held in the first two months of each year at such time and place as may be fixed by the Board of Directors, but it must be held in the State of Kentucky.

SECTION 3.5    SPECIAL MEETINGS:   Special meetings of members may be called at any time by the President, by the majority of the Board of Directors Special meetings of the Members must be held in the State of Kentucky.

SECTION 3.6   LIST OF MEMBERS ENTITLED TO VOTE:   The Members entitled to vote at any annual or special meeting of Members shall be any Members qualified under Section 2.1.
            The Members entitled to vote for election of Officers of the association, shall be those members qualified under Section 2.1.
SECTION 3.7    VOTING:    At any meeting of the Members, individual membership is entitled to one vote. Family membership is entitled to two votes. Family Membership consist of husband, wife and children under the age of (18) eighteen.
ARTICLE 1V 
PRINCIPLES OFFICERS
  SECTION 4.1    The Principles Officers of the Association, shall be elected by the Membership of the Association and shall include the President, Senior Vice President, Vice President, Board of Directors, Public Relations/Consultant, Secretary and Treasure. Except otherwise provided in the Articles of Incorporation or bylaws, one person may hold the offices and perform the duties of two or more of said Principles offices, except the offices and duties of the President or Secretary. The Principles Officers shall be a fee paid member for a period of (3) three consecutive years, must have high moral character and must have been in good standing with the association and its membership at all times. The Principle Officers shall be held accountable to do all business responsibly and professionally for the majority of the membership of the UPRHBTA and its By-Laws.

SECTION 4.2    ELECTION OF PRINCIPLE OFFICERS: TERM OF OFFICE
      The Principles Officers of the UPRHBTA, shall be elected by the membership for a term of (3) Three years at their annual meeting. Failure to elect any Principle Officer, shall not dissolve the association. If the members shall fail to fill any Principle Office, at any annual meeting or if a vacancy in a Principle Office shall occur, or if any Principle Office shall be newly created, such Principle Office may be filled by the Board of Directors. All Principle Officers (Must) be qualified to fill the position that they are nominated or elected to perform. Board of Directors are elected by the membership of each state. States having 3 or more members are eligible for (1) one Board Member, states with 75 or more members are eligible for (2) two Board Members.
10         SECTION 4.3     BOARD OF DIRECTORS, GENERAL POWERS

      The Property, Business, and Affairs of the UPRHBTA, shall be managed by and under the direction of the Board of Directors. The Board of Directors may exercise all such powers of the association and have such authority to do all such lawful acts and things as are permitted by law, or by the Articles of Incorporation and/or its bylaws.

  The Board of Directors (Must) meet with all Principles Officers of the UPRHBTA within sixty (60) days of the end of each show season to plan the budget for the following year. The Board of Directors shall plan the budget in such a way, as to where the association has the finances to operate its normal business smoothly. They must promote & perpetuate the United Performance Racking Horse at all times with a parentage pedigree.  Any and All funds that are not within the budget, shall be used to give to Children with a Life Threatening Illness. (DREAM CHILD)

  These Children shall be chosen as follows: Must be ten (10) years of age and younger, Must be from an average to low income family, Must have responsible parents, Must be chosen by severity of illness, Must be chosen through the recommendation of the members of the UPRHBTA first and then through recommendation of other agency’s.

  The Board of Directors shall manage these funds in such a way as to help as many children as possible each year and /or manage the funds in such a way that will help these children enjoy life throughout the year. It is the responsibility of the Board of Directors to manage these funds to help as many (Dream Children) as possible each year.

  The membership shall not have an eligible vote to change these purposes, nor shall the Board of Directors be able to draft an amendment or resolution that would alter the purposes of the UPRHBTA. The purpose of the association shall remain as described. However should the association dissolve, the association will be under the absolute control of the federal, state and local government for any public purpose they should decide.  

  These provisions of purpose are made and recorded as bylaws by the founder of the UPRHBTA.

SECTION 4.4       SUBORDINATE OFFICERS, AGENTS AND EMPLOYEES:

    In addition to the Principals Officers, the Association may have such Assistant Secretaries, Assistant Treasurers and other subordinate officers, agents and employees as the Board of Directors may deem advisable, each of whom shall hold office for such period and have such authority and perform such duties as the Board of Directors shall direct. The Board of Directors at any time may appoint and remove, or may delegate to any principal officer the power to appoint and to remove any subordinate officer, agent or employee of the UPRHBTA.

SECTION 4.5 DELEGATIONS OF DUTIES OF OFFICERS
11   The Board of Directors may delegate the duties and powers of any officer of the Association to any other officer or to any Director for a specified period of time for any reason that the Board of Directors may deem sufficient.

SECTION 4.6 REMOVALS OF OFFICERS
   Any officer of the Board may be removed, with cause, by resolution by the majority of the Directors then in office.

SECTION 4.7    RESIGNATIONS
    Any officer may resign at any time by giving written notice of resignation to the Board of Directors. Any such resignation shall take effect upon receipt of such notice or at any time specified therein. Unless otherwise specified in the notice, the acceptance of a resignation shall not be necessary to make the resignation effective.

SECTION 4.8 PRESIDENTS
    The President shall preside at all meetings of the members, of the Board of Directors at which he is present. The President shall have all powers and duties usually incident to the office of President, except as specifically limited by a resolution of the Board of Directors. The president shall have such other duties as may be assigned to him by the Board of Directors. The President shall be an ex-officio member (and is not entitled to vote) of every committee, permanent or temporary, of the UPRHBTA, and he shall act as a liaison between each committee and Board of Directors.

SECTION 4.9 SENIOR VICE PRESIDENT, VICE PRESIDENT
In the absence or disability of the President or if the office of the President is vacant, the senior Vise President shall perform the duties and exercise the powers of the President, subject to the right of the Board of Directors at any time to extend or confine such powers and duties or to assign them to others. The other Vice President shall generally assist the President or the Board of Directors in such manner as the Board shall direct, and may chair committees or divisions. The Vice President shall such other powers and perform such other duties as may be assigned to them by the Board of Directors.

SECTION 4.10  PUBLIC RELATIONS/CONSULTANT
It is expected that the Public / Relations: Consultant as a representative of the UPRHBTA will be active in public affairs and in the promotion of the UPRHBTA. The PR/ Consultant shall be expected to attend and promote horse shows and events of the UPRHBTA.  He/she has the authority to do any and all business that promotes the UPRHBTA through the approval of the Board of Directors. He / She has the authority to sign contracts, business agreements and etc. approved by the Board of Directors. The PR    12   / Consultant is solely responsible for the intent and purpose of the Association. He / She shall be responsible for keeping the Board of Directors informed of all business transactions. He / She shall keep the membership updated on all issues in regular meetings or special meetings.

SECTION 4.11 SECRETARIES
The Secretary shall act as Secretary of all meeting of the members and of the Board of Directors at which he/she is present, shall record all the proceedings of all such meetings in a book to be kept for that purpose, shall have supervision the giving and service of notices of the Association, and shall have supervision over the care and custody of the records and seal of the Association. The secretary shall be empowered to affix the corporate seal to documents, the execution of which on behalf of the UPRHBTA under its seal is duly authorized, and when so affixed may attest the same. The secretary shall have all powers and duties usually incident to the office of Secretary, except as specifically limited by resolution of the Board of Directors. The Secretary shall have such other powers and perform such other duties as may be assigned by the Board of Directors.

SECTION 4.12 TREASURES
The Treasure shall have general supervision over the care and custody of the funds and over the receipts and disbursements of the Association and shall cause the funds of the UPRHBTA to be deposited in the name of the Association in such banks or other depositories as the Board of Directors may designate. The Treasure shall have supervision over the care and safekeeping of and securities of the Association. The Treasure shall be the chief accounting officer of the UPRHBTA and shall have supervision over the maintenance and custody of the accounting operation of the Association, including the keeping of accurate accounts of all receipts and disbursements and all other financial transactions. The Treasure shall have all powers and duties usually incident to the office of Treasure, except as specifically limited by a resolution of the Board of Directors. The Treasure shall have such other powers and perform such other duties as may be assigned to he/she by the board of Directors. 

ARTICLE V
DISCRIPTION OF THE

United Performance Racking Horse

  The United Performance Racking Horse is rooted deeply in the bloodlines of the Racking Breeders Association of America and the Tennessee Walking Horse Breeders and Exhibitors Association. This horse is not a naturally square gaited racking horse as 13     described by other breeds. For several years this horse was described as a horse that was in between gaits of the Racking and Walking Horses. That did not place well in compition.
   For many years this horse was not included in the show performance industry. In the early 1990’s a group of performance horse enthusiast came together and implemented a plan to use an action device on this horse for show performance purposes, and was recognized by the USDA.  It soon disappeared, because the Racking Horse Industry was not ready for a non natural gaited Racking Horse. This performance racking horse over the next several years grew enormously. There were registries started for this horse, which used the ancestral parentage pedigree of other breeds, as their registry, as time passed this horse was introduced to the show performance industry with many different identities neither of which had a pure bred ancestral parentage pedigree for this particular breed of horse.

   With many of this breed of horse across the United States, without a pure bred ancestral parentage pedigree registry to protect or perpetuate the breed, in 2005 it was decided by a group of performance horse enthusiast, (United Performance Racking Horse Breeders & Trainers Association Inc.), this horse was recognized by the USDA and the Performance Industry had recognized this horse as a breed. As a result a pure bred ancestral parentage pedigree registry was put in place by the (United Performance Racking Horse Breeders & Trainers Association Inc.) where as only a registered name and a registered number of a particular horse was placed on the original registration papers and recorded. The purpose of this being, to start a pure bred pedigree of the United Performance Racking Horse, with its ancestral parentage to follow as years passed.  In 2007 the first off springs of the United Performance Racking Horse were born, which was the start of the pure bred ancestral parentage pedigree for this breed of racking horse. This being of record with the IRS 501 (c) 5 NONPROFIT agriculture association, effective March 11, 2008 

   The United Performance Racking Horse is a gracefully built, good looking mount with a long sloping neck, full flanks, flat smooth legs and finely textured hair. Compared with most others, the United Performance Racking Horse is small to medium size, averaging around 15.2 hands in height and approximately 1000 pounds in weight.

  Colors may include sorrel, chestnut, black, white, brown, roan, bay, grey, yellow, palomino, dun, champagne, buckskin, and cremelo.

    The United Performance Racking Horse is not a natural gaited racking horse. The United Performance Racking Horse wears an action device in and out of the show ring, even though some of its offspring are natural gaited racking horses (single foot), as well as walking gaited. The United Performance (Action Device) Racking Horse for show purposes uses artificial means approved by the USDA, to create an animated racking gait. This horse has a, long striding back end, with a high stepping rolling front end, without any pitching or pointing of the front leg motion, with minimal head shake. At a rack this horse displays style, speed and action. The United Performance Racking Horse is recognized for its beauty, disposition, stamina and durability.  The United Performance Racking Horse is considered to be the ultimate in performance racking. The future of the Performance Racking Horse.

ARTICLE V1
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REGISTRATION                                                    

SECTION 6.1    The UPRHBTA has two procedures for registration. The primary procedure involves a foal out of two registered United Performance Racking Horses and is called pedigree registration.  The sire and dam must be registered United Performance Racking at the time of service in order for the foal to be eligible for pedigree registration.  Sire & Dam can have an alias Blood Typed / DNA, by filing necessary forms and the foal must have a United Performance Racking DNA, before a registration is complete.  Stallion Reports are required.  To obtain the application and additional information to register, please contact the office of UPRHBTA or visit our website www.unitedracking.com. 

SECTION 6.2    The UPRHBTA has open books for registration. This means you may have your horse commission registered if he/she is performing the gait as described in ARTICLE V, verified by a licensed commissioner.  All commission registered horses born in 2005 and after must be blood-typed/DNA to be registered.  Fees will be set and will change from time to time as determined by the Board of Directors.
SECTION 6.3    REGISTRATION APPLICATIONS

(a) REGISTRATION BY QUALIFICATION:  Persons desiring to qualify a horse for registration not eligible by birth must complete application for registration and submit it to a commissioner of the UPRHBTA with the proper fee of $40.00 Active Member $80.00 Non-Member. Upon receipt of application and fee, commissioner shall, within 5 days, forward completed application and fee to the UPRHBTA office.
(b) Registration application for horses sired by a registered United Performance Racking Horse stallion out of a registered United Performance Racking Horse dam must have the name and registration numbers of both sire and dam on the application in order to be registered. The signature of the owner at the time of service (or, if owner is deceased or incapacitated, the signature of his/her legally authorized representative at such time) is necessary to complete the application.

(c) Owners of a United Performance Racking Horse stallion are required to provide a notice within 30 days of the gelding of such stallion, setting forth the date on which the stallion was gelded.

(d) Owners are required to notify the UPRHBTA within 10 days of the death of a registered United Performance Racking Horse, setting forth the date of death.
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(e) All applications for registration must be typed or printed in ink. These applications become an important part of the records of the UPRHBTA. Therefore, applications must be clean, neat and legible. Applications with words marked through, erasures, and unsightly appearance will not be accepted. Papers returned for completing or correction more than once will be subject   to a “Non in Order Fee.”
SECTION 6.4    STALLION BREEDING REPORTS:

(a) Stallion reports cover the period from October 1 through September 30 of each year. The report must be in the UPRHBTA prior to October 15 of each year. It is the responsibility of the stallion owner or his/her authorized agent to see that the form is in the office by this deadline. The stallion report must be in the Association office before any foals of the breeding year will be registered. In the event the stallion owner fails to comply with these requirements, the mare owner may prove parentage by blood typing/DNA, of sire, mare and foal for registration purposes. The report shall list all mares bred, by their registered names and numbers, as well as last breeding date. All Registration Applications must include the preprinted stallion report number which documents the crossing of the foal’s sire and dam. A penalty in an amount to be determined from time to time by the Board of Directors will be assessed in the event of late filing. Failure by any stallion owner to comply with the foregoing requirements could result in such stallion owner’s loss of privileges in the Association
(b) A commissioned Registered United Performance Racking Stallion which has serviced mare(s) will have (60) sixty days from the issue date of the certificate of registration for said stallion in which to file a stallion report with the UPRHBTA. Failure to file a stallion report within the (60) sixty days of the issue date will result in a late penalty in the amount of $50.00. Should you own a mare that has been registered, but was not registered at the time of service and was serviced by a Registered United Performance Racking Stallion, you will have (60) sixty days from the issue date of the certificate of registration for said mare in which to have the mare added to the stallion report on file in the UPRHBTA office. Failure to have the owner of the sire add the mare within (60) sixty days will result in a late penalty in the amount of $50.00.
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SECTION 6.5      REGISTRATION FEES:    All registration and application fee amounts, including late fees, shall be set by the Board of Directors.

SECTION 6.6 FALSE OR MISTAKEN PEDIGREE: In the event that any pedigree is found to be incorrect, it shall be corrected, and if so incorrect or false as to render the horse bearing it ineligible, it shall be canceled even though made in good faith. All requests for corrections shall be made in writing to the UPRHBTA by the current registered owner. 
SECTION 6.7 CERTIFICATION: It shall be the responsibility of stallion owners to sign all breeders’ certificates for servicing stallions. Trainers, handler, agents, lessees or any personnel of a breeding operation may not sign a certificate for a stallion owner unless documentation is received by the UPRHBTA specifically authorizing the trainer, agent or handler’s signature in lieu of the owner’s signature. The form of the Stud Book and registration certificate and other routine matters will be as prescribed by the Board of Directors.
17                                                      ARTICLE VII
SHOW DIVISION
SECTION 7.1 GENERAL: The Show Division is responsible for implementing those requirements of the Articles of Incorporation and Bylaws of the UPRHBTA pertaining to the exhibiting and promotion of registered United Performance Racking Horses, which includes but is not limited to the establishing of fair and equitable judging, establishing fair and equitable rules concerning the exhibition of the United Performance Racking Horses, affiliating/sanctioning state and regional shows for the exhibiting of the United Performance Racking Horses, including competitive events for pleasure classes, promoting the best interests of such shows and sponsoring educational and promotional  programs promoting the breed, and promoting the welfare of the UPRHBTA. The primary purpose of the Show Division is to provide for the exhibition and promotion of the United Performance Racking Horses to create a market for the breeding, sale and enjoyment of the United Performance Racking Horses.
SECTION 7.2 AGE: For horse show purposes only, a horse shall be considered to be one year old on the first day of January following the actual foal date, with the exception that October and November and December foals may be accepted for classes along with foals of the following year. A horse once shown in an affiliated/ sanctioned event as a weanling, yearling, two-year-old, three-year old or four-year-old, must be exhibited in the subsequent age division as of January 1 of the following year. 
SECTION 7.3 REGISTRATION REQUIRED: Horses competing in the United Performance racking classes in shows affiliated/ sanction by the UPRHBTA must be duly registered with the UPRHBTA (exception: Lead Line Ponies) and must be entered under their full registered names and current registered owner’s name. 
SECTION 7.4 TACKS AND ATTIRE:
1. All tack must be neat and clean and fit the horse correctly. 
2. Bridles: Hackamores, martingales and tie downs are prohibited. Bridles should be the type commonly used by Racking Horses, with single reins. 
3. Saddles: Should be the flat English type. Forward seat saddles are prohibited. Western saddles are prohibited except in designated Western and/or Country Pleasure classes. 4. Braid: Should be attached neatly at forelock and mane. 
5. Dress: Following the tradition of the show ring, it is necessary that the exhibitors be neatly attired for competition. The exhibitor will wear an English riding habit, with the exception of designated Western or Country Pleasure Racking classes. All riding attire shall be neat and properly fitted. A snap brim hat is required for gentlemen. Hats on ladies are optional. Hair must not obstruct back number. Colt handlers may wear a dress shirt and tie.   

6. Breast Straps: Breast straps may be used, but must be free of any imprinting of names or symbols.
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SECTION 7.5 HEIGHT MEASUREMENT: In those classes designating a determined height of the horse such as 15 2 and Under and Pony, measurement will be made by an official of the show at a time not earlier than one hour prior to the class in which the horse is to be judged. Measurement will be from the high point of the withers to the ground with the horse standing in a natural position 
         SECTION 7.6 SHOEING DEFINITIONS and the USDA RULING AS OF JULY 1, 1989: For the purpose of defining “Flat Shod” and “Open Shod,” the following descriptions are offered:
A. SHOEING RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR ALL FLAT SHOD DIVISIONS 
FLAT SHOD shall be construed as being hoof-to-shoe with no pad being used for any purpose, which shall include corrective shoeing. Weighted shoes are allowed. 
(1) Shoe must not exceed 1/2 inch in thickness and 1 1/2 inches in width with no bare plates or other weight inside the shoe. The caulk must not exceed 1 inch and the shoe must not extend more than 1/4 inch beyond the hoof at the toe. 
(2) Shoeing bands are allowed in all flat shod classes including Pleasure classes except those designated as light shod classes. 
(3) The use of welded clips is prohibited in all flat shod classes. However, clips that are drawn from the shoe itself are allowed. 
(4) No additional weights shall be allowed in or on the hoof other than shoe and nails. 
(5) In all classes designated as light shod, the shoe must not exceed 3/8 of an inch in thickness, nor be wider than ¾ of an inch. The caulk must not be any thicker than 3/4 of an inch.
B. SHOEING RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR ALL OPEN SHOD DIVISIONS: 
OPEN SHOD shall be construed as having pads, which can be flat pads or wedge pads. Weighted shoes are allowed. 
1. Heel/Toe Measurement: Toe length must exceed the height of the heel by one (1) inch or more. The length of the toe shall be measured from the coronet band, at the center of the front pastern along the front of the hoof wall, to the ground. The heel shall be measured from the coronet band, at the most lateral portion of the rear pastern, at a 90-degree angle to the ground, not including normal caulks at the rear 
19

of the horseshoe that do not exceed an inch in length. That portion of caulk at the rear of the horseshoe in excess of an inch shall be added to the height of the heel in determining the heel-to-toe ratio. 
2. Pad Measurement: The amount of pad, or artificial extension, permitted on any horse two years of age or older, will be determined by the natural hoof length. The amount of artificial extension, whether accomplished with pads, acrylics or any other material or combination thereof, must not exceed 50 percent of the natural hoof length. The natural hoof length is measured from the coronet band at the center of the front pastern along the front of the hoof wall, to the distal portion of the hoof wall at the tip of the toe. The thickness of the pad, or artificial extension, shall be measured from the distal portion of the hoof wall at the tip of the toe at a 90-degree angle to the proximal (foot/hoof) surface of the shoe. 
3. Pads: Pads shall be made of leather, plastic or similar pliant material. 
        4. Shoe Size: The maximum shoe size is 1 1/2 inches wide and 1/2 inch thick with a turn back for a caulk not to exceed one inch. The turn back is measured from the inside of the fold. 
5. Rubber Foundation: A rubber foundation used in lieu of a shoe cannot be more than 1/2 inch in thickness. 
6. Half-Rubber Foundation: A half-rubber foundation used in lieu of half a shoe cannot be thicker than the corresponding half-shoe. Example: with a 3/8 inch thick shoe, rubber cannot be more than 3/8 inch thick. With a 1/2 inch thick shoe, rubber cannot be more than 1/2 inch thick. 
7. Half-Metal Shoe: A half-metal shoe in front with rubber on the rear half used for the foundation must be in apposition (there can be no gap between the metal shoe and the rubber). 
8. Weight Bearing Surface: The weight bearing surface of the shoe must be level. 
9. Rock back Pads: Rock back pads cannot extend below the weight bearing surface (bottom of the shoe). 
10. Lead or Other Weights: Lead or other weights cannot be attached to the outside of the hoof wall, the outside surface of the horseshoe, or any portion of the pad except the bottom surface within the horseshoe. Pads may not be hollowed out for the purpose of inserting or affixing weights, and weights may not extend below the weight bearing surface of the shoe. Hollow shoes or artificial extensions filled with mercury or similar substances are prohibited. 
11. Break over: The break over point of the shoe cannot be any further back than the tip of the toe on the natural hoof. 
SECTION 7.7 Gaits: Racking horses shall be shown in each of the three natural gaits: the Show Walk, the Slow Rack, and the Fast Rack, as defined herein: 
20
(a) The Show Walk is a smooth, collected, slow and easy gait. It is a distinctive four-beat gait displaying both style and grace. The horse is alert and mounted well in the bridle. 
(b) The Slow Rack is a relaxed four-beat gait with both style and action, neither a pace nor a trot. The neck is arched with the head and ears alert. The gait should be straight, smooth and in form at all times. 
(c) The Fast Rack is the same in form as the Slow Rack, displaying style, speed and action. The Fast Rack is faster than either of the other gaits, but form may not be sacrificed for speed. 
(d) Exceptions to the three gaits for Trail Pleasure, Western Pleasure, Style Pleasure, Juvenile 12 Years and Under, Two-Year-Old, Two-and Three-Year-Old combined, and Style, shall be as determined by Rules promulgated by the Board of Directors from time to time. In each of the three gaits, the horse must be collected and presented well, and the rider must be relaxed and smooth in the saddle. At no time may the horse exemplify a gait with animated hock action. The Racking Horse must exhibit good conformation and be free of blemishes and unsoundness, other than healed permanent scars. The Racking Horse must not exhibit an exaggerated head nod in the Slow Rack or the Fast Rack. It must not exhibit an exaggerated hock action with the rear legs, but its stride should be long and natural. The front leg action must exhibit a curved          rolling motion rather than the legs following a straight line, commonly termed “pitching” or “pointing.” Abusive treatment and/or training techniques designed to produce an alteration of the gaits shall not be condoned.
SECTION 7.8 ENTERING RING: All horses shall enter the ring to the right at a Show Walk, unless otherwise specified herein. Horses shall be allowed a three minute gait call after which time the class shall be closed. After the class is closed, no horse shall be allowed entry into the ring. The judge will call for the performance of gaits in the following order: (1) Show Walk (2) Slow Rack (3) Fast Rack. Horses will be worked
both ways of the ring in each of the three gaits at least once around the ring. After the initial showing, the horses will be lined up for conformation judging. Saddles must be removed for conformation judging in Championship classes.
SECTION 7.9 WORKOUTS: In a workout, the judge may call for any or all of the required gaits, the length of which shall be at the judge’s discretion. It is at the judge’s discretion whether the horses are worked both ways of the ring. Workouts shall be considered a separate class (if less than all participating horses are used in the workout) and horses will be placed consecutively in the workout. A workout may be called for any place or places. If all horses in the class are used in a workout, it shall be considered an extension of the class and not a separate class. (a) For the Spring and Fall Celebration there will be a mandatory split for classes of 26 entries and a mandatory workout at 20 horses.

SECTION 7.10 CHANGING OF TACK: There shall be no changing of tack after the exhibitor has entered the ring except in the event of breakage of equipment. Minor 
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Adjustments are allowed that may be made by the exhibitor momentarily while horses are being reversed in the ring.

SECTION 7.11 TIME OUTS:
(a) An exhibitor may request suspension of judging for a period not to exceed ten (10) minutes in total and not more than two (2) times during the performance of a single class, in order to replace a shoe, repair equipment, or rectify an accident. 
    (b) Time out is requested by the exhibitor riding to the center of the ring. The     ringmaster or steward shall determine the necessity for time out, and shall be responsible for timing 
unless an official timer is present. 
(c) Time out shall begin when the exhibitor rides to the center of the ring. In cases when a horse loses a shoe, timing shall begin when the farrier touches the horse or touches the shoe, whichever comes first. 
(d) An exhibitor not involved in a time out may make minor adjustments during a called time out, if the adjustments can be performed without assistance. In this case an exhibitor shall not be charged with a time out. 
(e) The fall of a horse and/or rider shall not disqualify the entry unless it is subject to the bad manners of the horse or exhibitor. 
   (f) UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHALL TIME OUTS BE CALLED   OTHER THAN FOR SHOE REPLACEMENT, EQUIPMENT REPAIR OR TO RECTIFY AN ACCIDENT. 
        (g) If an exhibitor voluntarily removes a horse from competition without first obtaining the permission of the judge or ringmaster, he/ she shall be disqualified from further competition at the show and must forfeit prizes and entry fees.
(h) Exhibitors shall be excused from the class if they voluntarily dismount without permission of the judge or ringmaster.
SECTION 7.12 STATE ORGANIZATIONS: The United Performance Racking Horse Breeders and Trainers Association encourages the organization of State organizations to
 promote their own annual shows in compliance with the Rules and Regulations of the United Performance Racking Horse Breeders and Trainers Association. The United Performance Racking Horse Breeders and Trainers Association will grant honorary membership and will give technical aid and assistance to each State Association organized and operated in compliance with its Rules and Regulations
SECTION 7.13 STATE CHAMPIONSHIP SHOWS: Only one State Championship Show will be held in each state. The awarding of a State Championship Show will be at the discretion of the UPRHBTA and will be awarded on the basis of the following criteria:
(a) The State Association shall be physically able to properly supervise and plan a show that would reflect good quality and taste, and be able to adequately provide services needed for exhibitors such as adequate stalls, or provisions for same, adequate motel accommodations, etc. 
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(b) The State Association sponsoring a State Championship Show must be in good standing with the UPRHBTA. An affiliation/ sanction fee in an amount determined from time to time by the Board of Directors of UPRHBTA shall be paid to the UPRHBTA. 
(c) The State Association shall abide by the UPRHBTA Bylaws, rules and regulations, and shall enforce the current Book of Rules and/or any effected changes that may or may not be included in the current published Book of Rules and Regulations. 
(d) The State Association must be affiliated/sanctioned, by the UPRHBTA. There shall be no more than one State Championship Show affiliated/sanctioned on the same date within a distance of 200 miles. 
(e) It shall be the responsibility of the show management to ascertain that judges are duly qualified and in good standing with the UPRHBTA. 
(f) A State Association may be used as its own benefit or another charitable or civic benefit can be selected at the discretion of the membership. 
(g) Shows designated as State Championship Shows shall be required to maintain three Pleasure divisions. Show management may select the divisions which best suit the needs of a given area. 
(h) Upon a show’s compliance with the above requirements, the United Performance Racking Horse Breeders and Trainers Association “logo”  may be used on all printing, and a statement may be used indicating “affiliated/sanctioned with the United Performance Racking Horse Breeders and Trainers Association” and may be printed on class schedule and/or programs, etc. 
(i) Failure to comply with the above specifications shall be grounds for the removal, by the UPRHBTA Board of Directors, of all rights to a State Championship Show and the                            ultimate awarding of all rights to the State Show shall be given to another association within that state’s boundaries.
SECTION 7.14 REGIONAL SHOWS: A Regional Show shall be defined as a show sponsored by a charitable, civic or Racking Association, and, in order to be considered “affiliated/sanctioned,” must comply with all rules and regulations of the UPRHBTA and must request such affiliation from the UPRHBTA, and pay the application fee. All rights and privileges shall be extended, including the use of the UPRHBTA “logo”; however,
 all personnel shall comply with the same standards as set forth for the State Championship shows, and judges must be members in good standing of the UPRHBTA and maintain a current license to judge affiliated/sanctioned shows.
SECTION 7.15 ALL BREED SHOWS: The rules of the UPRHBTA pertaining to exhibition and showmanship shall be adhered to in every respect.

SECTION 7.16 SHOW AFFILIATIONS/SANCTIONING:
(a) Affiliation/sanctioning with the UPRHBTA is suggested for all shows, whether they are “All Breed” shows or affiliated/sanctioned United Performance Racking Horse shows on a local or state level. The “logo” of the UPRHBTA may be used on all literature and publications when show management has complied with all Bylaws, rules and regulations as set forth in the current book of Rules and 
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Regulations of the UPRHBTA and Affiliation/Sanction Forms are requested from the UPRHBTA. All privileges of affiliation/sanction may be extended at the time. State Associations may affiliate/sanction, at their discretion, other breed shows and the State Association name may be used on all printing and publications. An affiliation/sanction fee in an amount to be determined from time to time by the Board of Directors of the UPRHBTA shall be charged to all affiliated/sanctioned shows. 
(b) All affiliated/sanctioned shows will be charged an Affiliation/ Sanction Fee to be set by the Board of Directors. 
    (c) State Associations do not have the authority to extend the use of the “logo” of the   UPRHBTA to shows not affiliated/sanctioned with the UPRHBTA unless prior approval is requested from and granted by the UPRHBTA

ARTICLE VIII
RACKING DIVISIONS
In a responsible effort to provide family entertainment for the Performance industry and in an effort to insure that the breed is properly recognized, several divisions of the United Performance Racking Horse are recognized by the United Performance Racking Horse     Breeders and Trainers Association. Each division is recognized as an equal counterpart at all affiliated/sanctioned shows with equal emphasis being given to each division.
SECTION 8.1 OPEN SHOW DIVISIONS
 All classes shall be open to the Racking Horse public except where age limitations are set upon exhibitors. This being the model division of the United Performance Racking Horse Breeders and Trainers Association. This division wears an action device in and out of the show ring, by guide lines of the HPA. It shall be open shod, and shall be required to execute the three (3) gaits of the United Performance Racking Horse (Exceptions: Style, Two-Year-Old, Two-and Three- Year-Old combination, Juveniles 12 and under)
 SECTION 8.2    FLAT SHOD SHOW PERFORMANCE DIVISION                                   Flat Shod Show Performance Division, the shoe must not exceed 1/2 inches in thickness or 1-1/2 inches in width with no weight inside the shoe. The caulk must not exceed a 1-inch turn back and the shoe must not extend more than 1 inch beyond the bulb of the horse’s heel to the ground. You will be allowed to have a 1/2 inch pad between the hoof and the shoe. This is optional. This horse will be allowed a band and will be shown with a 6 ounce or less action device. The Flat Shod horse will enter the ring at a Show Walk and perform all three gaits.
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SECTION 8.3 BITTING IN PLEASURE DIVISION: Severe bits must be penalized in the final judging. Shanks over nine and 1/2 inches (9 1/2”) are prohibited.
Gag bits without shanks are not allowed. Shanks are measured from the top to the very bottom of the metal, including the rings. Cross-chain cavessons are prohibited. 
SECTION 8.4 TRAIL PLEASURE DIVISIONS
(a) The Trail Pleasure horse shall not be required nor expected to maintain qualities such as a high head or high front leg lift, but should be the ultimate of a trail type horse, and should show evidence of being collected in his gaits. He shall stand quietly and back readily, and will be required to perform two gaits: (1) Trail Pleasure Walk and (2) Trail Pleasure Rack. In no instance will speed be considered a factor in judging. He will be flat shod and lightly bitted, but not loose.

 (b) The Trail Pleasure Walk is a true walk in which the rider and his mount are at complete ease. The rein is light and there is no evidence of any strain on the part of horse or rider.
 (c) The Trail Pleasure Rack is considered to be a true four-beat gait (very smooth). It is recognized as being the ultimate for a pleasure horse in which ease of riding and comfort is paramount. There is no evidence of strain on the part of the horse rider, and the reins are lightly held in two hands. Speed shall not be considered a factor in judging this division.
 (d) Trail Pleasure horses shall enter the ring at a Trail Pleasure Rack prior to initial judging of the class. Two (2) gaits will be called for, beginning with Trail Pleasure Walk, after all entries have entered the ring prepared for being judged.
        The same specifications as the Trail Pleasure Division, with the exception that the shoe requirements must follow the Lite Shod rules. 
SECTION 8.5 COUNTRY PLEASURE DIVISION
(a) The Country Pleasure Horse shall be shown with a light rein; both horse and rider must be relaxed and comfortable. He shall not be required to maintain a high head but should be alert in the bridle. He shall not be required to maintain a high front leg lift, but should exhibit a smooth stride behind. The Country Pleasure Horse will be required to perform three gaits: (1) Country Pleasure Show Walk, (2) Country Pleasure Slow Rack and (3) Country Pleasure Fast Rack. The Country Pleasure horse shall stand quietly and must back readily. The tack and dress for Country Pleasure may be either English or Western but not a combination of both. Use of a cavesson is permitted in the Country Pleasure Division.
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(b) The Country Pleasure Show Walk shall be a slow, true four-beat gait. There shall be a smooth stride behind with a natural rolling motion in the front. The Country Pleasure Show Walk will not have the speed or animation of the Country Pleasure Slow Rack.
(c) The Country Pleasure Slow Rack shall be a true four-beat gait, distinguished from the Country Pleasure Show Walk. There will be no evidence of strain on the part of the horse or rider. The reins shall be held lightly.
(d) The Country Pleasure Fast Rack shall be a comfortable, easy-going rack in which speed is not a factor, but easily distinguished from the other two gaits required of this division; there shall be a smooth stride behind and a natural rolling motion up front. The reins shall be held lightly. Any indication of strain on the part of the horse or rider will be penalized.
(e) The Country pleasure horse shall enter the ring at a Country Pleasure Show Walk prior to initial judging of the class. Three gaits shall be called for, beginning with the Country Pleasure Show walk, after all entries have entered the ring prepared for being judged.
(f) Country pleasure Lite Shod
The same specifications as the Country pleasure Division with the exception that the show requirements must follow the Lite Shod rules. 
SECTION 8.6 WESTERN PLEASURE
(a) The Western Pleasure horse should exhibit qualities needed for ranch or farm work. The horse should work quietly in a smooth gait without excessive action. The head should be a natural set. The horse should be ridden with a loose rein. Reins must be held in one hand and cannot be changed during performance. With split reins, only the index finger is permissible between the reins and at no time should the free hand touch the reins. Exception to this would be the use of Romal reins. When the horse is moving, the rider’s hands are clear of horse and saddle.
   (b) Western tack and attire including boots, hat and long sleeved shirt are mandatory.    Chaps and spurs are optional. Australian stock saddles are not permitted.
      (c) The judge shall call for a halt on the rail. The horse will stand quietly. On the judge’s command, each horse will be asked to back clear of the line-up and execute a 360-degree neck-reined turn (left or right at the rider’s discretion). Two gaits will be called: Pleasure Walk and Slow Rack. The horse shall wear a western bridle with no caves son. No whips are allowed. At no time should silver mounted or
 embossed equipment count over good working equipment. Braids, martingales, nose bands and tie downs are not allowed.
(d) The Western Pleasure Walk is a true walk in which the rider and his mount are at complete ease. The rein is loose and there is no evidence of any strain on the part of horse or rider.
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  (e) The Western Pleasure Rack is considered to be a true 4 beat gait (very smooth). It is recognized as being the ultimate for a pleasure horse in which ease of riding and comfort is paramount. There is no evidence of strain on the part of the horse or the
 rider, and the reins are held loosely in one hand. Exception to this would be the use of Romal reins. Speed shall not be considered a factor in judging this class.
Article IX
Exhibitor Show Status

SECTION 9.1 Amateur: A person shall be considered an Amateur for all competition conducted under the rules of the UPRHBTA who, after his/her eighteenth birthday, has not engaged in any activities which would make him/her a professional.

SECTION 9.2 Amateur Owned and Trained:
1. In all cases, with no exception, ownership on the registration papers must be in the name of the exhibitor. Ownership by a corporation or company is prohibited. Co-owners are permitted but must be of the immediate family members. 

2. The horse may not have been in a professional training barn for any part of the 30 consecutive days immediately prior to exhibition. 

3. The Amateur Owned & Trained horse shall not be assisted in a physical manner with the preparation, training or exhibition from a professional trainer or an agent thereof for a period of 30 consecutive days prior to the show. However, transportation to and from a show by a professional or an agent thereof is not prohibited. 

4. Violation of any of the rules regarding the Amateur Owned and Trained Division will apply to the exhibitor, professional trainer or an agent thereof, and horse involved. 

SECTION 9.3 Owner-Trainer: An owner-trainer shall be considered an Amateur provided the rules regarding an Amateur are met by the exhibitor. An individual shall not be required to be classified as a Professional solely because the individual trains his/her own horse. 

      SECTION 9.4 Professional-Trainer: Every person designated as a Professional according to the Rules of the UPRHBTA must possess a Professional Show card issued by the UPRHBTA. Show management shall inspect this card at any show entered and list rider’s Professional Show card number on entry sheet. Application for a Professional Show Card shall be made on a form provided by the UPRHBTA. 

(1) Under these rules, a person and/or exhibitor is a professional if he/she is 18 years old or older and receives income, pay or benefits of any kind for training and/or showing horses (breeding is excluded) not owned by him or her, or if he/she holds himself/herself out to the general public as a “trainer.” 
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   (2) Relative of a professional: Any member of a professional’s immediate family who is 18 years old or older, and who is living at home, or who claims the residence of the professional family member as his/her legal residence, or who is dependent on the professional family member for a substantial portion of his/her support, is a professional as to any horse that is not solely owned by said relative. Immediate family member means spouse, child, stepchild, ward, parent, stepparent, brother, sister, grandparent or guardian.
ARTICLE X
WORLD CELEBRATION JUDGES

COMMITTEE

 This committee will be taken on a volunteer or an elected basis, which ever the membership should choose. This committee will be made up of four (4) fee paid members. It will be the responsibility of this committee to appoint a Chairman that will communicate with the Officers of the Association. It will be the responsibility of this committee, to pick a minimum of six (6) judges from the approved list of the KWHA & NHSC, which are now combined, this list has judges from all approved judges list in the performance industry, when ballots are received by the members, they may select (3) three Judges of their choice from the ballot, return the ballot, with their signature and membership number affixed to the Chairman of the committee. A ballot received without a signature or membership number, shall be invalid. It will be the responsibility of this committee to have ballots ready to send to all fee paid members by June 1st, with a set dead line for all ballots to be returned to the chairman of the committee, (date), to be no later than June 30th of each year. Once that dead line is met the committee will schedule a meeting immediately, with at least two of the Officers of the association present. Each ballot will be opened individually, by the committee and counted ( Officers of the Association will observe Only ). A list of Approved Judges shall be provided, starting with the most accounted votes to the least. This list shall be given to the show manager and the show manager shall hire each judge, by the number of votes that they have received, the show manager must hire from this list, they must be hired by the greatest to the smallest number of votes, in which they received by the vote of membership. The election process may be viewed by a member or members at any given time, after the process has been completed.

ARTICLE XI
INDEMNIFICATION
Section 9.5 INDEMNIFICATION: The UPRHBTA shall indemnify and hold harmless, including paying attorneys fees and the cost of defense, any Director or officer, or former Director or officer of the UPRHBTA, from any and all claims or suits brought by a third person against such Director or officer on account of, or related to, his services as such 
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Director or officer of the UPRHBTA, except that this indemnity obligation shall not apply to any intentional or criminal act of an officer or Director.
